Nations, seldom content with their own land, immediately begin to look on their neighbor’s land, and because they cannot honestly take it away from them, they usually end up by going to war about it. All of this is considered natural and normal. I guess that in the human picture it is. Now, you can imagine that those men and women who believe in the rightness of those things could never understand a spiritual message that says, “If you take my coat, I will give you my vest also;” or “If you sue me for one thing, I’ll give you two.” That becomes a little difficult. It becomes a little difficult to understand the spiritual life that does not protect itself, but says, “Thou shalt not resist evil.” Certainly, this human man would hardly understand if you were to say, “Pray for your enemies; pray for those who despitefully use you; pray for those who persecute you, and forgive seventy times seven.” And yet, you see, in this spiritual approach to life, these are the things that become natural, and this is the reason for it. In the human life, you have only your mind and your body, and with your mind and your body, you accomplish all of life’s purpose. You earn your livelihood or you protect what your parents gave you, or you learn new skills or bring to light new inventions, and with the mind, and with the body, you accomplish everything that is to be done. Well now, as you can see, there are only a few people that, I mean relatively few, who are able with their mind and their body, to accomplish the things that they hope to accomplish in a lifetime,  and so the rest of mankind become the laborers, the peasants, the workers, the slaves, the back-breaking workers, or the worriers, those who worry and fret their way through life, because the mind and the body are not a sufficiency. Now in the spiritual way of life, you have a third factor. You not only have your mind and your body, but you have a Spirit. There is a Spirit in man, and the breath of the Almighty giveth him power. You have a spiritual Presence. You have what we call “the Fourth-dimension of life, the Unknown, or the Invisible; that which you never see with your eyes, never hear with your ears, never taste, never touch, never smell, and yet, you are aware of it, you know it exists, you have an inner feel or an inner conviction. Originally, the word for that was “faith,” but faith doesn’t have that meaning any more. Today, faith means, really, a confidence in something that you don’t really know, never have met, and cannot hope to understand, and therefore, faith is something blind, and as a rule, ignorant. But faith, in its original meaning was something like this: you see me here, and from your observation you can tell that there is a mind functioning in me and there is a body. That’s all you can tell, but I, up here, I have an awareness of something else. I can feel something else in me besides mind and body, something upon which I can wholly rely, in which I can have the utmost confidence, so that if I stand here before you and need words, ideas, thoughts, even though I may not have them myself, I know that they are going to flow, not from me but through me, from this great invisible Reservoir. Now, that is not a blind faith, not a belief, it is a conviction, because I know It’s there.

When we use our mind as an instrument for God, we have this great shift. Now I used that word “use” purposely, because the mind doesn’t use us, we use the mind. Now we can use the mind from a personal sense standpoint, or we can use the mind from our soul level. When we use the mind from our soul level, what happens, what takes place? Basically, what happens is through our metaphysical training, we realize that what we hold in our mind is something that appears and can be manifest in our world. If we hold in our mind, good thoughts, we probably will have some good manifested in our experience. Now this has been around forever.  And there’s been many more modern updates. The movie about 10 years ago, “What the Bleep Do We Know,” was dealing with this. “The Secret” is dealing with this. What you hold in your mind, because it’s in your consciousness, it will be experienced in your life. If you are conscious - many people do this unconsciously, out of their sense of fear or out of a sense of desire of what they want. Usually, we have much more fear, floating around in our mentality, than we do definite [thoughts of] what we want. It’s not exactly what we want, it’s what we are afraid of that seems to always to be resident in the mind. And if we’re unaware of what we’re afraid of, whether we’re afraid of economic downturns, or whether we’re afraid of disease, or whether we’re afraid of  losing our family, or not having friends: all of these kinds of fears are  manifested in our experience. When we are aware of them, when we are aware of the workings of the mind, we can consciously counter-act them. And if we go down this metaphysical path and start saying, “Well gosh, then we can use the mind. I certainly can bring into my experience something I want through the mind”. And that whole training of visualization and all of that is basically using your mind to manifest in your physical experience that which you want. There’s nothing wrong with that. [However,] it’s not spiritual: it’s still in the realm of this mind/body, this mental/physical, relationship. Mrs. Eddy, a hundred years ago, more than a hundred years ago, realized that all is mind, that this world is a manifestation of mind.  Or if we want to use psychological terms, this world is a manifestation of the collective unconscious, because we all hold certain beliefs below the surface of our awareness. And if these beliefs that we hold below the surface of awareness are what rises up into our awareness when we start pursuing this, our spiritual reality, our spiritual identity … . What the Spirit does, what it reveals [is] all that we have resident that makes up our being: our emotions, our intellect, our physical sense, our perceptions of the world. All of these are functioning within us, and they all attract. Everything attracts to itself.

This is the only way mankind, as a whole, will awaken: there has to be a “you” and a “me” in an office, or in a home, or in a church, or in a school, that is resting in Consciousness. You know, even in the Old Testament it speaks about, “There remaineth a rest for the children of God”. And that doesn’t mean after you physically have died. It means, after you’ve died to all your human opinions and concepts. And then you rest in Consciousness: “In quietness and confidence is your strength; In returning and rest are ye saved”.  “Saved” means, comes from, the Greek word for “freedom and wholeness”. So, in quietness and confidence, you are saved. This is our strength, that ability to be unflappable. No matter what happens, “non-reaction” doesn’t mean you’re dead, you’re not living, but you’re not living in “the parenthesis.” You’re not living in “this world”.  You see it all, you hear it all. It’s all the carnal mind, nothingness.  The first thing Joel asked me, when we had an interview (since I’d been raised in Christian Science), he said to me, “What does ‘mortal mind’ mean to you?” And I said, “Well, I can just say what Mrs. Eddy said, that “Mortal mind is the sum total of all error”.  And,  “It is a term denoting nothingness”. And he said, “Never forget it!” He said that originally, the healing work in Christian Science was [that] when people called, they just recognized, “mortal mind” and dropped it, because they knew mortal mind is …, it can’t create anything. It has no presence, no power. What is it? It’s suggestion. So when the crucifixion is over, and the crucifixion is over when there is nothing left to pray for, when you see the nonsense of praying to change anything in the human scene, you begin to rest in the Lord. And then you’re a transparency through which this clarity, this Light, shines and dispels the misconception of material thinking. So that, as long as we have a desire to improve ourselves, or somebody else, or improve the world, we’re like the drunk. We’re getting “blurry”*, we’ve had too much of “this world”, we’re inebriated with materialism, with the belief in good and evil. And when you can look at every appearance and say, “Well, mortal mind!” Sometimes mortal mind appear s beautiful, sometimes it appears ugly, but it’s always just a picture. This “film” is going on in this universal mentality, and it is an arena of conflicting forces. The only way it’s ever going to be overcome is in this way, where there’s enough of us that can be “in the world but not of it.” The Master said, “If My Kingdom were of this world, my disciples would fight”.

So, remember that you just don’t say, “It’s nothing,” without being anchored in the realization of your Christhood. And that inner peace and rest is being anchored in your Christhood. So, we come to a place where we’re constantly in prayer, because we’re constantly listening. There’s a part of us that is always listening, no matter what’s said, what conversation’s going on. You could be a business person and be very, very active in many ways, and still have that “listening ear” that  is always  attuned to the atmosphere of Soul, and in that way,  you’re like a transparency through which, who’s ever talking to you, goes right up to the Christ; and the activity of the Christ goes right through you.

For us, as individuals, the first realization must be this. There is a God: there is a God. There is a God-presence, and there is a God-power. No matter how much you look around the world, and see it full of sin, disease, and death and war - never doubt this, there is a God, and that God is “closer to you than breathing and nearer than hands and feet.” Just where the Master said it was, within you. Never doubt for a minute, that if you devote enough time and attention to it, you can achieve the actual experience of touching and of being touched by that Presence within you. You can bring the presence of God to your actual experience. It does take time. It does take effort. It does take devotion. And probably for the same reason that it takes a long time to learn to play piano well, or to sing well or to paint pictures well. For the simple reasons that we haven’t used those faculties for so many generations, that they have to be developed in us. And so it is we haven’t used our spiritual faculties for so many generations that they are dormant within us. And so it is that it talks time, effort and devotion before we achieve within ourselves a realization of God. When we do, it immediately begins to bring blessings into our experience, but then comes some of these everyday problems of life, and we have to begin applying our understanding and applying our retreat into that Invisible, until such time as we get to a state that Paul described “I live yet not I, Christ liveth my life”. We do not live by might or by power, but by “my spirit.” So it is, we have the Spirit of the Lord is, there is Liberty. It is the constant effort to bring this Spirit of God to our conscious experience and then practice resting in it, and letting it go before us to make the crooked  places straight, letting it perform that which is given us to do, letting it perfect that which concerneth us. Then life becomes one that is lived not from the mind and body alone, but, and mark this, the mind and the body become instruments for God. We are told in Scripture “Your body is a Temple of the Living God. Know ye not your body is a Temple of the living God. Know ye not ye are the Temple of the Living God and the Holy Ghost”. In other words, your mind becomes imbued with God, your body becomes imbued with God. And both the mind and the body are governed and directed and fed and sustained by that God-presence. This explains to you why the Master could say, “I have meat, that the world knows not of, …  I have meat, that ye know not of. I have a bread, wine, a water. Not those that are out here, that are bought in shops: an inner bread, an inner wine, an inner water, an inner life, that the world knows nothing about, because it’s invisible.” But, “I have it,” he said. “I have it. I am the Bread of Life, I am the Wine, I am the Water, I am the resurrection, I am life eternal”. In other words, “my whole being is imbued with God. God is the Bread of Life to me, God is the Staff of Life. God is the Health of my countenance. God is my High Tower, in which I hide from all fears and doubts. God is my Fortress in which I am safe and secure. God is my Home. I am home in Thee. “I shall dwell in the consciousness of the Lord Forever”, says David. “I shall dwell in the consciousness of the Lord forever”. The 91st Psalm says Those that dwell in the secret place of the Most High, none of these evils will come nigh their dwelling place. So, as you realize this, the mind and the body are permeated with God, imbued with God. God feeds the mind and the body. God is the Substance of the mind and the body. God is the life and the intelligence of the mind and the body. The mind and the body are vehicles in which and through which God can work. But who can do that, except you and me individually. Remember nobody can stand on a platform and make this true of you. Nobody can do this for you but you, individual you, or individual me. We have to determine,  “I’m not happy in my human life. I’m not complete in my human life. I’m not satisfied in my human life. I’m not satisfied with my mind or my body. And yet, I’m not going to jump out of a window, because I have an inner conviction that if I can make it, God can fill me. In His presence is fullness of life.’ Where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is absolute freedom.

And so, in that, all I have to do is remember this; “Speak Lord, Thy servant heareth, fill me with Thy presence, fill me with Thy Soul They Mind, Thy Wisdom, Thy Guidance, Thy Direction. Fill my mind and my body, with Thy Self. Then you find you’re entering the Fourth Dimension of life. You’ll find then, that were as the world out here will look at you and say, “Well, you’re the same person only you look a little happier a little healthier.” But you’ll know that you’re not the same person, because you’ll know really, there’s two of you, this outer self and this inner invisible self which always is filling your mind with Divine Ideas with Divine Truths with Divine Life, with Divine Love, Wisdom. And you’ll know that that some presence is filling your body with health. Don’t forget that. “Thou art the health of my countenance.” God is the Health of thy countenance.  And when you open your mind and body to God, God fills the mind and the body and that Spirit flows through and the first thing you know, its blessing those you contact in life. You know really and truly our lives are not worthwhile until then. They’re just selfish things. They benefit nobody but ourselves and not to the extent that we’d like them to. And at most, without God, we can be a little blessing to our family. But once the Spirit of God takes over , everyone of a receptive mind that crosses your path receives some measure of benefit in proportion to what they themselves want to carry away. You can see now why I say that when you hear this message for the first time, its beautiful. It’s inspiring, brings hope, confidence, then afterwards can be very disappointing, because afterwards, comes the letdown, if you haven’t yet felt or realized the Presence of God. But if you stay with it, read it, hear it, ponder it, meditate on it, practice it, day by day and week by week, there does come that time when into the chest comes a deep breath,… and you know that’s it , there It is. Others may think you just had a deep breath, but you’ll know that you had a Holy Visitation.

What relationships are there except your relationship with God? That is, you humanly, and at first on this path, you try to have peace with people.  Well, you can’t have peace with people! In the first place, there aren’t any. So, you’ve got to have your oneness with God; and that is the only way you are going to have peace with what we call “people”, with your family, your friends, your business. If you’re trying to have it between you and them, humanly, it’s never going to succeed. You’ve got to go within and have your peace, your oneness, with God. And that’s where you turn with everything.


You can’t have anything, “out here”. “Except the Lord, build the house, …,” it doesn’t stand up very long! It’s got to be, God–built, built on God. Everything is your experience: your business, your family, relationships. Every area of your experience has got to be God doing it, in that it’s your realization of God. And then, you’re seeing nobody but God, so you’re dealing only with God. You’re living with God, working with God, doing business with God. You see, you have nobody out there, no people at all. And then, as that realization comes and you see that none of the ways that people act are real … .  That is, it’s really like the poem of Robert Lewis Stephenson, “Who has seen the wind?” Nobody has seen it, but it goes and does these things, and you can see the things it does. You can feel the things it does, you can hear it, but you never see the wind.


And the same thing explains people and the way they act. It’s individual Being, which is not touched by the carnal mind. And yet with people in the world, it’s this “wind” of the carnal mind that’s blowing past and making them say things and do things and think things that we call their humanhood. You can’t pin it on them! It isn’t the person! That’s what it means to impersonalize, to realize that the man or woman did not say those things, did not do those things. That was the carnal mind appearing as him. Any more than the kite sitting there could just suddenly arise and fly. It was that invisible wind that moved it. And as you can impersonalize people, realizing that it’s the carnal mind, not them, that’s doing all this. Then you don’t get your feelings hurt by anything they say. 


It’s inanimate; it’s the same as an inanimate object.  It’s just that they don’t know how to remove themselves out of this “wind” blowing by. And so they say whatever comes to them, and then the next person gets their feelings hurt, or they get pleased. They’re judging by human opinions! “Why did he get angry with me? I didn’t do anything at all. And I can’t see why he got angry; and I feel very hurt.” This was a phone call that I had a few days ago. But you see, “he” didn’t do anything. He didn’t get angry, and she didn’t do anything. It‘s really true! Neither the victim nor the aggressor , whomever, did anything. But both were sitting there, right out in the field where the carnal mind could pick them up and blow them around. It had nothing to do with either one of them, in their spiritual I-dentity.


 And so, it is all such a waste of time to feel hurt or cheated or to try to figure out what somebody else wants you to do, humanly. That is, you’re judging them by human values, human opinions, and those are nothing . What we’ve got to judge by is what we receive in meditation; and we have to stand on spiritual values, and not just be blown hither and thither by human opinion, which is nobody’s opinion at all. It just happened that people have accepted certain things, but these standards have no law to maintain them. And there’s no reality, no solid foundation, for any of it.  And if you stand fast on your degree of realization of the spiritual principles, even if it’s just a little bit, you stand fast, and you don’t react to any of this going on out here, then more light comes to you. Your consciousness develops, in leaps and bounds, every time you stand fast on what you know of truth and don’t react to the human appearances.
