Let’s imagine, for a minute, that there’s no one on earth but you, just individual you. There’s no one now to turn to for anything. and so you are faced with problems: the problem of supply, the problem of health, the problem of continuity of being. Now we have no bank accounts to turn to. We have no parents, and no children, no friends, no employer. Here we are, alone. Now there’s one thing that we have. I’m speaking, now, of us, right here. Any one of us. Not all of us together, because there’s only One now, remember. But this is true, now, of anyone in this room. There’s one thing that we all have, and that is the remembrance that, “I and the Father are one,” and that, “All that the Father hath is mine.” Now if we have that, we have the few drops of oil, we have the few loaves and fishes, that will make our complete demonstration of harmony. There won’t be a thing missing from us in a short time, if we have that.: “I and my Father are one.” 

Because in this minute, now, I’m no longer alone, and I’m no longer dependant on me. Right now, I have lost all fear, because there’s no longer just me, nor is there any longer any reliance on me. For, now I have remembered, “I and the Father are one.” I and the Father are one, means that “The very place whereupon I stand, is holy ground.” I’m no longer alone. The Father is here. And that Father, just remember, is the source of supply. That Father is the source of companionship. Whether that Father is completely infinite within it’s own Being, or whether it has to raise up an Eve for an Adam or an Adam for an Eve, nothing is impossible to God. Where I am God is, for I and the Father are one. All that the Father hath is mine. The life, the continuity, the infinity, the perfection, the completeness, I and the Father are one. All that God is, I am. All that the Father hath is mine.. Whither shall I flee from Thy spirit.? If I go up to heaven, Thou art there. If I make my bed in hell, Thou are there. If I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, Thou art there.  At no time, and no place can I be, where God is not. What more can I need or want, but that? Is not God the fullness of life? In Thy presence is fullness of life. Where the spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. That’s where I am , where God is. That’s where God is, where I am. We are one, not two: inseparable, indivisible. I and the Father.

Alright now, we’re not quite in that position, but certainly our demonstration should be as if we were. Each person on earth should be able to live in the realization that I can tabernacle or associate with all on earth. But I don’t need them. I and the Father are one. And in that fullness of life, everything and everybody necessary to my unfoldment is provided. Therefore, I don’t have to hang on to anyone or anything except God. And then God provides me with person, place, thing, circumstance, conditions, degree, amount. Until we individually have that relationship with God, we are not demonstrating what the Master came to teach. For that was His message: the Kingdom of God, in all of u, is within you.


You need not fight. “Put up thy sword.” You don’t have to rely on the sword for your defense. Thy Father, that is the defense. “Resist not evil,” the Father, is the defense. Resting, relying on that realization must ultimately bring our harmony.  The fact that we go through some periods of discord, inharmony, all of these different things in the human plane of life, that’s unimportant. The important thing is that we have been given the remedy. And ultimately, each one will drop the vast majority of their problems and find themselves alive in their spiritual integrity and their completeness. So that, problems do not really seem problems any more, they seem opportunities for greater growth, greater development. Greater opportunities to bring forth the principle and demonstrate it. Above all things, in the Infinite Way, we never demonstrate anything. Our entire demonstration must be the realization of God. There’s your correct letter of truth, again. Unless you know that we never are attempting to demonstrate money, never attempting to demonstrate transportation, never attempting to demonstrate companionship, never attempting to demonstrate good in any form. Our entire sense of demonstration is, demonstrate the presence of God, and find yourself in the fullness of life. Demonstrate the realization of God, and find fulfillment appearing. Demonstrate the grace of God, and find that we don’t have to earn our living by the sweat of our brow, or by taking thought, or by might, or by power, but that there is a Spirit carrying us through our work. It doesn’t make any difference what our work is. We’ll have more skill in it, more proficiency in it, if there is a Spirit carrying us through, rather than if we were dependant on our own capacity.  So it is, there, you have the correct letter of truth in the Infinite Way is demonstrate the realization of God’s presence. Demonstrate the Spirit of the Lord were you are. Demonstrate the truth that,  “Where God is, I am.” Then let all these things be added unto us.

So, if we’ve been used to giving lots of treatments, or have been taught to give treatments to a person, and you have caught this dimension, you’re aware of it, then instead of going to a book or thinking some truth, try the Spirit, and see if you cannot just go back inside yourself, and rest in Being, and thereby release this spiritual power.  It’s so much easier than trying to metaphysically work, applying truth to an appearance of a human being. And in the Infinite Way, we don’t do that. We recognize that the appearance is illusory. Even a beautiful appearance, a good appearance, is illusory, because unseen to our human eyesight is this Infinite Being. And that expression of life, that which sustains it, upholds it, maintains it, is this Infinite Being. So, nothing can be applied, because it already is. It’s already is there. 

So this really is coming to the end of your search. When you come to this point, and then you release yourself to be led of the Spirit, and it draws to you whatever is necessary, people, opportunities. We have that beautiful outline, which goes into what’s Being does. And I urge you to sit down and meditate with this, so that you own unfoldment will come to you, That God constitutes individual being, so I have all that the Father hath, infinity, allness, supply, home, companionship. I don’t have to take thought for these. These are incorporated in my being. And nothing can be added to individual being. That’s why there’s no progress, so to speak, it’s the unfoldment of consciousness. And unfoldment is different than progress. We don’t say that a rosebud progresses when it unfolds. We just say, “Well, that’s a bud, and it’s unfolding.” And it’s unfolding beauty, color, form, out from within. Nothing’s being added to it; and so it is with us. As conscious Being, nothing can be added to us, it’s already there. Now it is unfoldment.

 And how do we accelerate our unfoldment? By turning within many, many times a day, and remembering, “I’m unfolding Being. God is unfolding, disclosing, revealing Itself as my individual being. I can’t add to that.  Now I must watch it, I must be aware of it. So we watch Consciousness unfold. So what are we? We’re living witnesses to the living God. We’re also watchmen. We’re, “Watch, watch, watch, and pray.” Prayer is our receptivity and inner silence. We’re watchmen, watching God at work, perfecting every avenue of Being. It’s really wonderful that you can accept this. Because this is the most profound spiritual truth there is, that “nothing can be added to me.”


So Christ , when Christ enters our life, what does it do? It removes every hindrance. It removes our anger, it removes our confusion, it removes our blindness, it removes our deafness, so that we can hear the still small Voice, and we can see the point of the whole experience of being here. What’s the point of it? It’s Consciousness unfolding as Infinite Being. So Christ divests us of everything that would sabotage our experience of fulfillment. If we have characteristics that are unlovely, if we have characteristics that are always negative, they’re removed. We don’t have to pray. There’s just that the Light removes it. Those don’t exist in Being. If we think we’re over bearing, it’s gone! If we think that we are moody or we have depressions, it’s gone! The minute that we realize that infinity is the measure of our being, and nothing less can express God, then Christ moves in, takes over. Then we don’t need a psychologist, we don’t need to go over our human history. Oh, I think I have so many psychologists coming now, and they’re so tired!  I would be too. All of that goes; you cannot meet the problem on the level of the problem. And all of the problems are mental. There’s no such thing as a physical problem, because this is a mental universe. A spiritual universe, seen through the mentality of two powers. So the problem is always mental. And when that Light enters human consciousness; it dispels the darkness. You don’t have to wrestle with it. I know lots of people are very proud of their awful parents and human history. Poor parents: you know, give them a break! You know there’s only one Parent of all of us and that’s God. So that’s the only parent you ever had. The other two, one had the seed, the other fertilized it; but they didn’t give life. Life is of God. So, we release our human history as we enter this phase of our being. And in a way, it’s our three days in the tomb, where we’re all by ourselves, and we’re coming to grips with that infinite unseen Reality that has always been there and has always loved us, is all love, all intelligence. And we realize, “I certainly have been asleep in a dream.” 

For Meditation: “Everything is what it is, and it is to be recognized what it is, to be experienced. I often think of the lesson Joel once gave, one time, about, ‘You don’t have to name it. Don’t name it, experience it!” You know, don’t name the flower, experience it. Experience the tree. Experience the ocean. Experience the cloud. And how do we do this? We do it by being consciously aware that we’re surrounded by movement, by beauty, by grandeur, by order. Everything is in order. An apple always comes from an apple tree, an orange from an orange tree. And we observe that the tree never consumes its own fruit, the fruit is given to release it for everyone to enjoy. There is a flow of good; God’s grace is flowing.” – Virginia

At one time, when I was experiencing difficulty in bringing many things to fruition that should have been, the statement came to me from the Bible, “He performeth that which is given me to do”. And in looking it up I found that there were two such statements: the one, “He performeth that which is given me to do, and the other, “He perfecteth that which concerneth me.” Well, of course reading those two, it would seem that all I have to do now is stop and do nothing, and let Him do it. But you know by your own experience, that doesn’t work. But what actually happened was that each time these tasks would come to my thought, I would remember those passages. “He performeth that …, He perfecteth that …”. I lived with those statements. Each time something difficult came to me, they came out again. Each time something impossible came to me, this came out again. And I lived with it, and lived with it, and lived with it, until it took root. And then all of a sudden, I discovered it is true. There is a He. And He does perfect that me, He does perform that which is given me to do.

Now, it is in the same way we have a lesson here, a very powerful one this week, on one power. And we agreed in that, that there is no power of life in the heart or in any of the organs or functions of the body. Because if all power is in God, then there can’t be power in the organs and functions of the body. We would then be giving them dominion over us, instead of we having dominion over them. Now, because this is truth, this does not mean that we can demonstrate it. It means that we can take this truth, and each time that we are tempted with pain, discord, inharmony, inaction of some organs, or over action of some organs, we can remember this. “Just a minute, the power isn’t in the organs or functions of the body, the power is in the Kingdom of God within me.” And every time the body tries to intrude itself and say that it can have a pain or it can do something, or it can refuse to do something, we bring back to conscious remembrance, “No no, the power is in I. I is God, the power is in God, in the Center of my being, ‘Closer than breathing, nearer than hands and feet.’” And we can live in that realization of one power, until one beautiful day it becomes so real to us, that afterward we look out and we smile. And healings, very often, take place with nothing but a smile.

We use an illustration, in our Work. I don’t remember if we have used it here in some lesson or not, but just in case, I will use it now. I hold out this hand and I say to you, that this hand is dead. It is not a good hand; it is not a bad hand. It is not a generous hand, and it is not a stingy hand. It is not a petting hand and it is not a punching hand. It is just a hand, and if there is any petting or if there is any punching or if there is any giving of if there if any withholding, it’s I. This hand is only an instrument. And so, if I steal, it’s no use just looking at the hand and blaming it, because it had nothing to do with it, except to obey me. So to all intensive purposes, I can say, “This hand is dead. You can do nothing, but what I direct. You are an instrument. You can’t write good, and you can’t write bad. You can’t write truth and you can write lies. You can’t give, you can’t withhold, because you are only in instrument for me.” Do you see that? Well now after you have seen that, then you say to your heart, your lungs, your liver, your kidney, your stomach, you say the same thing. “Why just think, you are dead meat!

Dead! You can be nothing. I am the life of you. I animate you. I give you power, I give you orders. You are the instrument … . Now, when I have said this to you, except here and there, someone may catch it so clearly, that from now on the body will take its rightful place, but otherwise, for the rest, you have to practice that and live with it. You have to - the hand bothers you, you the liver bothers, your lungs bother you. You are that one that has to live, morning, noon, and night, with the letter of truth. until one day it becomes so alive , so real, so true, that you say, “Oh why didn’t I see that before?” Why certainly, that is the truth.” That is why in our Work, in answer to this question, that we stress two parts of the work, the letter and the Spirit. That means that the letter and the consciousness. So it is, when we are called upon for help, we use both parts, the letter and the Spirit, in our earlier stages. To those very much advanced, after they have seen the Vision, they need to use very little of the letter. In the same way, the mathematician does not have to sit around with pencil and paper to figure six times six, or twelve time twelve, because with familiarity, you know the answer almost before you have the problem. So it is, with this.

But, in order to come into the spiritual way of life, you have to know the truth, consciously know it, specifically know it, and use it in your treatments. Then when you have known all the truth you can know, then you sit back and say, “Now Father, it is Your turn, now You speak to me. Now You put the seal on this treatment.” Then comes that inner feeling from within and the work is complete. Because then you’re not dealing with blind faith, you’re not looking to “a God” to do something for you. You have specifically known the truth. You have lifted yourself in consciousness to where you can still hear that still small Voice. Then comes the answer from within that brings healing.

“Being In the World but Not Of It,” Tape 3, Side 1


Question: “In the presence of negative conversation, what stand should we take to maintain spiritual integrity?”


Answer: “Well, you have to pay no attention to it. I mean, if you are in a group where you are having a conversation, you may have to make some non-committal comment now and then. But we don’t tell anybody what we’re thinking, unless they want to know, or unless we know that they have a good reason for wanting to know, that they’re serious about it. We don’t go around preaching what we’re believing, nor talking about what we’re doing. But when you’re hearing all this world belief, you don’t really have to say anything, and you don’t have to do anything. Except that, you’re all the time, anything that hits you, you’re translating it. In your own mind, you are remembering the principles. They’re talking about operations, and the weather, and all these things, and you’re remembering that those are just appearances. And whether they are good or whether they are bad, you are going right down the middle, remembering that there is nobody but God, and therefore, there’s no power in these appearances. And we do have to do that.


And this question is along the same line, really. “I’m still taking medicine. I suppose that my consciousness hasn’t risen above. Is that between the two opposites?”


“Well, it’s between, because if you were ascended, I’m sure that you would not be taking any medicine. And if you were not on a spiritual path, you wouldn’t even be asking such a question. You’d just take it for granted that that’s what you do [take medicine.] But you see, we don’t tell anybody what to do. We don’t tell anybody! All we do is tell you what the principles are. And we don’t tell the world what it should do, that it should stop making armaments, stop having war, or that it should do anything. When it’s ready, it will do that. But you see, if you took it

[weapons] away from one country and all the others have it, and they all believe in it, it wouldn’t work. You can’t tell people what to do. You can tell them what the principles are, you can work to lift them in consciousness, but they have to come to it when they come to it. You don’t refuse to give help to a person who’s getting medical help. They’re doing the best they can. Our work isn’t to change anybody’s outer activities or beliefs, our work is completely and totally dealing with their consciousness. It’s a recognition of spiritual identity, and that’s really all we are ever doing. And we don’t take any sides! We don’t take any sides on whether there should be war or there shouldn’t be war. We don’t have to decide that. If you are out there working against something that the government is doing, or for something that you think they should be doing, what are you doing except trying to improve the human picture. That’s fine, on its own level. It’s fine, but it isn’t working spiritually to take sides on any question at all. You don’t decide, “These people are right, and those people are wrong, and I’m going to get out there and fight for what I think is right.” Well, you can’t! Not if you are on the spiritual path. If you do, you’re right off it, quick, and right back in the human picture, because you are trying to improve humanhood. You think that one action or thing is better than the other one. You think that it would be much nicer to have all ropes then all snakes. What’s the difference? They’re all concepts. And if you’re out working for any side of anything, that’s up to you. We don’t tell you you don’t and that you can’t, we’re just saying that isn’t the principle. That isn’t the spiritual way of life. There’s nothing wrong with it. Everybody is doing the best they can at the level they are. They can’t do any more at this moment. And yet, what we can do is to continue our meditation, our realization of the truth, because every second of realization that anybody has, and I mean realization, not just saying some words, an actual moment of God-experience, it dissolves some of this false belief for somebody, somewhere in the world, whether or not they’re on the spiritual path.
